St. Giles Presbyterian Church will continue to assist us in 
this ministry by serving the Neighbors the 2nd Thursday/
Friday of each month.  This is a huge blessing and we are 
most grateful to them.
 
You will find yourself truly blessed by participating in this 
ministry.  As it is written in His word: “whatever you did 
for one of the least of these brothers of mine, you did for 
me”- Matthew 25:40.
