and Sanctuary, and from time to time
outside. The music and order will be a
mixture of traditional and contemporary
keeping with the space and occasion.
At 11:00 a.m., we will engage spiritual
formation (and mission) with children,
youth, adult Sunday School classes and other small
groups. Options are available for class or small group
meetings to be hybrid (reach out to Kevin Ward for
information). On the last Sunday of each month at
1:00 p.m., our Cross-Cultural Ministry will gather for a
celebration and bi-lingual study to which everyone is
invited. Sunday afternoons will become our time for
discipleship for children, youth and families from 4:30
- 6:00 p.m. We are still in the discernment process of
what a mid-week gathering will look like, and we hope
to resume that ministry in 2022. Questions? Need
more information?
