				    Sunday School literature, Bible Studies, spiritual growth retreats, 	
				    and any seasonal plans educating our congregation;
			   o	 Oversees all facets of the Youth and Adult Sunday School 
				    programs, including curriculum, teacher assignment, facility use, 	
				    and the Confirmation Class;
			   o	 Recruits, trains, and nurtures leadership and volunteer training 	
				    programs for all ages, including the Safe Sanctuary program;
			   o	 As Director of Youth Ministries, he helps introduce our Youth to 	
				    Jesus Christ, helping them walk in faith and teaching them to 		
				    serve as Christian disciples. Working hand-in-hand with our youth 	
				    counselors, he builds relationships with the students and 		
				    counsels them regarding life issues. He also plans and oversees 	
				    all Youth mission trips.
			   o	 As the Director of Mission and Outreach programs, he promotes 	
				    and works with the Mission Committee, overseeing all 			
				    Administrative Council approved relational ministry activities such 	
				    as Freedom School and programs assisting Montclaire Elementary 	
				    School.  He also promotes all mission educational programs.
	 •	 Kevin has a Bachelor’s degree in Religion and Philosophy from 		
		  Greensboro College, a Master’s degree in Christian Education from 		
		  Pfeiffer University, and a general Theological Studies Certificate from 		
		  Wesley Seminary.
	 •	 On a personal note, Kevin and his wife, Amy, and their precious daughter, 	
		  Anna (who will become a BIG sister in November!), are very active 		
		  members of our church.  Be sure to thank him next time you see him!
