AN UPDATE FROM THE FINANCE COMMITTEE: 
As we move into the fall season of the year, we thought 
you would find it helpful to have an update on the financial 

condition of the church. We want to take this 
opportunity to thank you for your generosity 
and your faithfulness. You may not realize it, 
but the giving so far this year is slightly ahead 
of the giving at this time last year, and for 
that we are grateful.

October 4th – “Breaking the Myths of Getting Into College” 
At St. Andrew’s UMC
Our young people hear all kinds of myths about what it takes to get 
into college.
